Our youngest learners move naturally
between indoor and outdoor areas,
encouraging play, curiosity and
exploration. Each classroom has built-in
toilets for comfort and independence
and warm, welcoming environments
help pupils feel at home from their very
first day.
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Our outdoor spaces are thoughtfully
designed to develop imagination,
resilience and joy. We have a dedicated
Early Years playground for sensory and
exploratory play, and a Junior School play
area designed for challenge, teamwork
and active movement.
